•In Myanmar, we have the Elim Farm where the children can learn to grow crops and care for livestock. We also have 
our sewing machines, and the children can learn tailoring skills as a trade. 

•In Zambia, our new children are enrolled, for the first time, in school. Imagine what this means for their future! 

•In India, we partner with Agape Royal Ministries and Logos College. The children in the group homes often attend 
Logos, and sometimes become houseparents when they are adults. 

•We are currently serving in 8 countries, and we are committed to investing in all our children’s futures
through education.   

Our goal is for each child to have 2 new school uniforms and supplies. Will you consider adding the future of a child’s 
education to your shopping list this year?
