I am Grace. I would like to be a faith-
ful and a good mother of orphans.  
When I was five years old, I was ex-
tremely sick and close to death. Both 

of my parents, my old-
er brothers and sisters, 
my church pastor, and 
the deacons prayed 
for me. My parents 
dedicated my life to 
God and said, “Lord, 
if our daughter be-
comes, well, please, 
let her serve for you 
all her whole life.” The 
Lord answered their 
prayers.

I am the youngest 
daughter among sev-
en siblings. While I 
was so young, I loved 
all the kids in my 
neighborhood 

and cared for them washing 
their dirty faces and legs and 
clothes. 

After completing my coursework at 
Berean Baptist Bible College & Sem-
inary in Bangalore, India, I saw so 
many poor Buddhist children play-
ing in the muddy ground, on the 
street sands, and under the hot sun.

Foster Homes Haiti and Dominican Republic 
For several years, Predestin has been 
a friend to us at the ministry. He op-
erates My Father’s House, a large or-
phanage in Haiti. My Father’s House 
is a good ministry to some very vulner-
able children in Haiti. 

We have been exploring some type 
of partnership with Predestin and My 
Father’s House. Predestin and I began 
exploring the possibility of having a 
foster home ministry. These children 
are some of the most vulnerable in 
Haiti. The children would live with trust-
ed pastor families and would stay with 
them to become a true part of a family. 

When Predestin explored this idea 
with pastors in Haiti and the Domin-
ican Republic, they were eager and 
overjoyed to begin this ministry! We 
are beginning with five families. This 
will mean a safe home for at least 25 
children right away. 

As we continue this program, we be-
lieve it will grow quickly. Children in 
Haiti and the Dominican Republic are 
at an extreme risk of kidnapping, sex 
trafficking, and being sold into slavery. 
The largest reason children in Haiti are 
admitted to the hospital is due to star-
vation. This knowledge is heavy on my 
heart, and we long for these children 
to have a different life of hope.

When I told Predestin that our board 
had approved the project, Predestin 
wrote: “Praise the Lord! I am very glad 
to hear about that. Alleluia! It came 
from the Lord; it is a miracle in our 
eyes. This is the day the Lord has made. 
Which is for us a subject of gladness 
and joy.”

Zambia Grannie Home Update

Over the last few 
months much has 
happened for our 
two grannies in 
Zambia. Mary, Jeni, 
and the children 
have moved into 
their new homes, 
and everyone re-
ceived a new bed. 

You can see the joy 
and celebration on 
each of their faces 
in the pictures. Re-
cently, they put in 
organized closets 
(hooks, shoe rack, 
shelves, storage 
space). The children 
are unaccustomed to anything but liv-
ing in heaps. We received a ministry 
update from Rachel:

“Our granny homes are a whole 
new concept for us and for the 
church. We are charting new ter-
ritory in the oversight and holistic 
care of these families. I’m frankly 

grateful for the op-
portunity to influ-
ence and impact 
these kids and the 
remaining shrapnel 
of their families. It is 
redemptive.

All the children are 
being physically 
cared for at a lev-
el they’ve never 

known before. They each have their 
own bed with sheets and blankets, 
live in a house that doesn’t leak, eat 
three meals a day, go to school in 
new uniforms, and attend church 
with their grandmothers. We are 
adding to their houses with shelves, 
hooks, curtains, etc. It’s a work in 
progress. Their grandmas smile 
more than they used to. Your help 
has eased their HEAVY burdens.”

She goes on to explain that in ad-
dition to biblical teaching, they are 
beginning their individual spiritual 
care and mentoring moments with 
the children in their new, more struc-
tured living environments. She has 
great updates on Mary’s household: 
“Mary’s husband continues to reg-
ularly come to church–he is the first 
in the home to arrive at church. The 
single, widowed mothers of Mary’s 
grandchildren have been counseled 
on areas of responsibility and spiri-
tual needs.” 



United States Homes of Compassion

Today I would like to give an update 
about the foster home program and 
how pastors have received this pro-
gram in Hispaniola Island. 

In Haiti, and even in the Dominican 
Republic, there is a lot of suffering 
among children. The children have 
malnutrition, cannot go to school, 
and do not have a home. Many of 
them live on the streets and are in 
danger due to a lack of supervision.
The arrival of BCH in Haiti and the 
Dominican Republic is a great re-
lief for these children. The pastors 

received this program with great 
joy. We are starting with five foster 
homes in total. Three homes in the 
Dominican Republic and two homes 
in Haiti, but I already have a waiting 
list of more than 25 homes. We hope 
to have the families and resources to 
help children in these homes soon.

The children are also very happy. 
They begin to know a new life. They 
feel hope and an assured future. You 
are making positive impacts in the 
lives of orphaned and abandoned 
children in Hispaniola Island. I thank 

you for what has already been done, 
and I ask you to consider helping 
more children.

Our Homes of Compassion ministry

their immediate challenge. Below is 
a testimony from Dawn, one of our 
care coaches. It demonstrates how 
Jesus is working in the hearts of two 
children placed in a HoC home.

Our twin 6-year-olds have been en-
joying being in 1st grade and being 
in a loving HoC Home. In January, 
the twins were able to attend “Paint-
ball Wars” a church outreach minis-
try event. The children had a blast, as 
you would expect, but the night got 
better. During the devotional time the 
twins accepted Christ as their Savior. 
While on one of my home visits “K” 
asked me, “Guess what Miss Dawn?”   

With the biggest smile he tells me, “I 
asked Jesus in my heart.” His sister 
was quick to add, “Me, too!” They 
went on to share with me that Jesus is 
with them always. They also received 

Bibles and brought them to show me. 
I encouraged them to be sure to read 
stories out of the Bible so they could 
learn about God and Jesus. They 
said they already have been. The 
Care Family has already been see-
ing some changes in them. They love 
attending AWANA on Wednesday 
nights and are getting a good foun-
dation in biblical truths.
